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Efter et par ar hvor Corona for stor dels vedkom-
mende lammede arbejdet i NORA blev dret 2022
hvor organisationens planer og aktiviteter vendte
tilbage til normalen.

NORA bevilgede stette til 13 eksterne projekter
i 2022 med lidt over DKK 5 millioner. NORAs pro-
jektportefelje omfatter ved drets afslutning 36 ak-
tive projekter.

Det agendaseettende og allianceskabende NORA
havde flere aktiviteter i 2022. NORA deltog p& UN-

P& Arctic Circle i Reykjavik arrangerede NORA
sammen med andre interessenter tre vellykkede bre-
ak-out sessioner om oceanisk vindenergi, oceanisk
biomasse og boseettelse i rurale omréder.

NORA har indledt konstruktive samtaler med Ork-
ney Islands Council, hvor visammen forseger at etab-
lere samarbejde pd projektbasis. Tilgangen er meget
interessant og muligvis banebrydende, da vi ogsé
drefter en finansiel mekanisme som kan etablere
samfinansierede projekter. Draftelserne med Orkney
Islands Council fortseettes i 2023. NORAs ambitioner
er ogsd at undersgge muligheden for at Shetland og
Hebriderne kan kommme med i samarbejdet.

BACK ON TRACK

ANNUAL REPORT 2022

Two years after Covid all but put a halt to NORA's
work, we were able to return to a normal activity le-
vel in 2022.

NORA made DKK 5 million in grants to 13 external
projects in 2022, and we had 36 active projects in our
portfolio at the end of the year. The Nordic Council of
Ministers' Vision 2030 for a green, competitive and
socially sustainable Nordic region guides us not just
in our grant-making to external projects, but also in
the activities we put on. In 2022, 10% of our external
grants went to projects related to the green transiti-
on, 56% of funding went to projects related to com-
petitiveness and 34% to social sustainability.

The agenda-setting and alliance-building aspect
of NORA's work encompassed several activities in
2022. NORA organised a side-event during the UN-
LEASH conference in Nuuk in order to introduce our-
selves to the young people of the North Atlantic regi-
on. This saw NORA and the NORA Committee hold a
North Atlantic youth meet at the start of December.
Participants contributed their ideas about how to
strengthen relations among the region's young pe-
ople, and what they would like to see these relations
lead to. The committee has earmarked funding to
hold a follow up event.

NORA, together with members of our network,
held three break-out sessions during the Arctic Circ-
le conference in Reykjavik focusing on ocean energy,
ocean biomass and settlement in remote areas.

NORA is involved in constructive talks with the
Orkney Islands Council to begin working together on
individual projects. The approach holds considerable
appeal and could be ground-breaking for NORA,
since one of the potential elements is a financial
mechanism for establishing co-financed projects.
Discussions with the Orkney Islands Council will con-
tinue in 2023. NORA is also interested in involving
Shetland and the Hebrides in our activities.

In 2023, NORA will be chaired by Iceland. NORA's
action plan reflects the chairmanship's focus on in-
vestments in blue bioeconomy and young people,
and we expect this will make for an exciting year. For
more information, please refer to our action plan at
nora.fo.

ELECTIN

NORAs efterh&dnden mangedrige parlgb med is-
landske NyOrka (Icelandic New Energy, INE) om at
udvikle lgsninger for elektrificering af b&de biler og
bd&de har vist sig at veere szerdeles frugtbart.

NORA har stettet tre projekter, som INE har haft
ansvaret for. Islandske NyOrka (Icelandic New Ener-
gy, INE) er et offentlig-privat partnerskab grundlagt
i 1999 med det formal at finde lasninger for en ud-
fasning af fossile braendstoffer i transportsektoren
til fordel for brint, som dengang var det erkleerede
mal for den islandske regering.

De forste el-drevne biler i Nordatlanten

Jén Bjorn Skulason, direkter i INE, giver projektet
en god del af aeren for, at halvdelen af alle nye pri-
vatbiler, der bliver solgt i Island i dag, er forsynet med
et el-stik.

Men dette var in-
troduktionen til de "rigtige” elbiler og en saerdeles
vigtig milepael frem mod elektrificering af transport
her pd Island”, siger han.

Fra RENSEA til Herjélfur IV

Et andet vellykket projekt var et projekt om at om-
bygge en bdd til elektrisk fremdrift, det var projek-
tet Renseaq, hvor initiativtageren var det islandske
rejseselskab North Sailing, der har hvalsafari som
speciale.

INE

NORA and Icelandic New Energy have a highly
successful long-term partnership focusing on elec-
trification of cars and ships. NORA has funded three
INE-led projects.

Icelandic New Energy (INE) is a public-private
partnership that was created in 1999 to find ways to
achieve the government's goal of phasing-in hydro-
gen as a fuel for vehicles. In 2008, INE broadened its
focus to include all forms of electro-fuels and elec-
trification in general as its contribution to the com-
plete elimination of fossil fuels in Iceland.

The first electric-powered cars in the

North Atlantic

NORA has funded three projects INE was an active
participant in. One of the first was El-Mobility, which
involved "testing and evaluating battery-electric ve-
hicles (BEVs) in multiple locations in the North Atlan-
tic". The project generated a lot of interest in Iceland,
as well as in Greenland and the Faroe Islands, whose
power companies contributed actively to the testing
of BEVs.

Jén Bjorn Skulason, the manager of INE, reckons
that the project is a big part of the reason why half
of all new cars sold in Iceland today are electric.

"The El-Mobility project was one of the important
developments for the introduction of battery-elec-
tric vehicles in Iceland. We were given the opportuni-
ty to buy and test the first electric vehicles produced
by Mitsubishi, and we ended up buying three cars at
a huge cost. They were four-passenger vehicles, the
steering wheel was on the wrong side and they could
only drive 90km on a charge — and that only if the
conditions were perfect. But this provided us with an
introduction to proper EPVs and was an incredibly
important stepping stone towards the electrifica-
tion of transport in Iceland.”

From RENSEA to Herjélf IV

Another successful project, Renseaq, involved retrofit-
ting a ship to be able to be powered by electricity.
The lead on the project was North Sailing, a travel
firm specialising in whale safaris. North Sailing was
seeking to make its operations more environmental-
ly friendly by converting to electric ships and sought
the help of INE as a partner.

The project, according to Mr Skudlason, was a re-
sounding success that also directly led to a decision
to electrify the ferry connecting the Westman Is-
lands to the mainland.

“I'm actually sure that Herjélfur wouldn't have
been built on battery if it wasn't for the pioneering
work done by the Rensea project.”

REVERSING THE TREND: NORA
PANEL ON SETTLEMENT IN REMOTE
AREAS

Remote work has become a widely discussed phe-
nomenon in the wake of the pandemic. For many of-
fice workers, the flexibility that remote work offers
has suddenly made relocation to attractive, yet dis-
tant locations a viable option.

The phenomenon is already having an effect on
rural as well as urban areas worldwide. Some of the
changes may be permanent, but, in the remote part
of the NORA areaq, the shifts in population patterns
experienced during the pandemic — and their ben-
efits — are nothing new.

The depressing story of outmigration is one that
is common to almost every remote village and ham-
let in the region: as local employment opportuni-
ties dried up, the institutions that supported them
moved away, and with them, the people who once
called these places home.

But, during the NORA-sponsored Arctic Circle As-

of Opportunity, academics and representatives from
these areas told stories of back-movers, in-movers
and digital nomads — while also explaining the strat-
egies communities are following as they seek to re-
turn themselves from the brink. All of them trace
their roots to well before the pandemic.

"Rural areas,” said Theona Morrison, of CoDel,
which supports rural Scottish communities, "actually
have something to offer. And this is something po-
tential residents have been aware of for along time."

The challenge, she and others on the panel agreed,
is convincing people that relocation is a leap worth
taking.

"One important part of being a remote communi-
ty is that you have to think creatively,” Dennis Holm,
of the University of the Faroe Islands, as well as the
former mayor of Vagur council, said. "How can we
turn our weaknesses and our threats into opportu-
nities and possibilities? And it's really difficult to do
that, because a lot of communities don't have the
people to do that. So it isn't easy, but you have to do
it anyway."

Being welcoming to new residents — in other
words, making the community a place where out-
siders want to live — is a crucial part of that effort,
according to Arnar Sigurdsson, of East of the Moon.

"You can't just expect people to come. There are
many windows that we need to identify, and they
are opening and closing all the time."

HOW CAN THE OCEAN PROVIDE US
WITH SUSTAINABLE PROSPERITY?

How can the oceans provide us with greater pros-
perity, while at the same time helping us to achieve
our green-growth goals? This was the question
posed by NORA and Oslo-based Nordic Innovation
during the 2022 Arctic Circle Assembly in Reykjavik.

The oceans and seas have always played a signifi-
cant role — economically, culturally, and socially — in
the development of the Nordic countries. But the
rapid expansion of the global ocean economy has
placed increased importance on ocean ecosystems
and led to renewed attention on the sustainable use
of the oceans.

The Nordic countries have set a goal of becoming
the most sustainable and integrated region in the
world by 2030, and NORA is contributing to this ef-
fort, in part through its focus on the ocean economy.
One notable investment was crucial funding for a
project that led to the establishment of Ocean Rain-
forest, a Faroe Islands-based firm that cultivates
and harvests seaweed for terrestrial use. Ocean
Rainforest, which also received funding from Nordic
Innovation, has already expanded its operations to
California and further growth is on the horizon.

"We think seaweed is a good solution because it

Mr Gregersen was speaking during a panel that
also featured the participation of Pordur Reynisson,
the head of Nordic Innovation's Ocean Economy pro-
gramme, Paul Dobbins, of World Wildlife Fund USA,
and Catherine Barth, of Nordic Circular Hotspot.

Among Nordic Innovation's contributions to in-
creased and more sustainable use of ocean resourc-
es is a study written in support of a planned Nordic
Sustainable Ocean Economy initiative that aims to
strengthen the maritime industries in the region by
promoting cross-border collaboration, and by creat-
ing new opportunities for growth and innovation in
the region.

The Nordic region, Mr Reynisson argued, has a
track record as a pioneer in creating innovative
ocean-economy solutions that will serve it well as it
seeks to come up with new initiatives.

"Oceans are oceans of possibilities,” he said, "but
we need to unite and be smarter to utilise those pos-
sibilities and come up with innovations that can si-
multaneously protect the oceans and increase ocean
utilisation at the same time. We need new circular
business models that are good for business and
good for the environment.”

HARNESSING THE NORTH
ATLANTIC TO POWER THE FUTURE

Already long-reliant on the wind and the consist-
ent ocean current and tides, the northern North
Atlantic is perhaps an ideal place to start for those
seeking to tap into the forces of nature to power our
society.

To find out how the wind and waves can be har-
nessed— as well as to underscore the region'’s poten-
tial as a lab where tomorrow's ocean-energy tech-
nologies can see the light of day — NORA, together
with Nordic Energy Research and the Faroese Envi-
ronment Agency, co-organised the Ocean Energy: A
Vital Future Source panel at the 2022 Arctic Circle
Assembly in Reykjavik, Iceland.

During the opening of the annual conference,
Bardur & Steig Nielsen, the premier of the Faroe Is-
lands, delivered an address in which he underscored
that his country now considered sustainable growth
as the only form of real growth.

Ifelge Klaus Skytte, administrerende direkter for Nor-
dic Energy Research, resonerede dette budskab med
den store interesse for energii Nordatlanten og Norden,
som den velbesggte session ligeledes afspejlede.

NORA IN HISTORY

In 2027 NORA celebrated its 25 year anniversary.
Part of the celebration was an exhibition at the
North Atlantic House in Copenhagen. The exhibi-
tion was a showcase of some of the many projects
that NORA had funded during the last 25 years. In
this years version of the annual report, we would like
to focus on two of these projects from the history
archives of NORA. The projects are one that back in
2008 focused on the new and modern thing called
You Tube and the other on from 2001 that focused
on musical collaboration in the Cold Seas.

YOUTUBE AS A TOURISM-
MARKETING PLATFORM

A decade ago, West Nordic businesses were only just
discovering how powerful a marketing tool YouTube
could be. In that respect, film companies Kovboyfilm,
from the Faroe Islands, and Sjénverk, from Iceland,
were ahead of their time in exploiting the platform'’s
potential by posting short film clips to promote the
region's travel destinations. The idea came from the
US, where New York City nightclubs were promoting
themselves using short video clips on the internet.
The rest, as they say, is history, and most people to-
day know what it means when something goes viral,
and that when something does, it's normally done so
on YouTube. "Our idea was to have our films come
up whenever anyone anywhere searched for some-
thing about the Faroe Islands,” says Michael Kobdg,
the head of Kovboy Film. In 2008, with funding from
several businesses and a DKK 150,000 NORA grant,
Kovboyfilm and Sjénverk started a project that had
a simple goal: the two companies were each to pro-
duce 40 short films about their country. By the end
of 2009, all 80 films were finished. It's impossible to
measure the effect of the films directly, but Koba is
fully convinced that they played a role in the explo-
sive growth of tourism in first Iceland and then in the

YOUTUBE SOM TURISTMAGNET

For 15 &r siden var video-internetsitet YouTube end-
nu ikke blevet til den kraftfulde markedsferingsplat-
form i Vestnorden, som det er i dag. S& islandske
Sjénverk og det feergske filmproduktionsselskab
Kovboyfilm var forud for sin tid, da de allerede den-
gang havde féet gje pd& potentialet i at markedsfere
vestnordiske turistmal med korte filmklip p& YouTu-
be. Idéen kom fra USA, hvor iseer nattelivet i New
York var begyndt at promovere sig selv med sma vi-
deoklip pd& internettet.

Siden er det som bekendt gdet steerkt, og de fle-
ste ved i dag, hvad det betyder, n&r noget gér viralt
— og det sker som regel via YouTube. "Vores idé var,
at nér folk rundt omkring i verden ledte efter noget
om Feergerne, s& poppede vores film op", forklarer
Michael Koba, direkter i Kovboyfilm.

Med stotte fra en reekke private erhvervsakterer
0g 150.000 kroner fra NORA gik Kovboyfilm og Sjén-
verk i 2008 i gang med deres projekt, der i al korthed
gik ud p&, at selskaberne hver iszer skulle producere
40 korte film fra henholdsvis Faergerne og Island. Til-
sammen var der sdledes tale om 80 film, og allerede
i slutningen af 2009 var mélet ndet.

Det er umuligt at mdle effekten af filmene direkte,
men Michael Koba, er overbevist om, at filmene ab-
solut har bidraget til den eksplosive veekst i turismen
i forst Island og siden ogsd pd& Feergerne. De 80 film
fokuserer primeert pd de enestdende naturoplevel-
ser, turisterne bliver budt pd ilsland og p& Feerzerne.
For producenterne var mdlet at lancere en ander-
ledes mé&de at markedsfere turismen pd - bdde til
gavn for selve turismen og ogsd reklamefilmbran-
chen, som de jo er en del af.

"For vores vedkommende blev projektet en succes.
Vi har leveret eg godt bidrag til markedsferingen af
turismen pd Feergerne. Det er vi stolte af, og samti-
dig har produktionen af filmene i hgj grad veeret med

Faroe Islands. The films focus primarily on the unique
natural experiences that Iceland and the Faroe Is-
lands offer travellers. For the two film companies,
the goal was to introduce a different way of market-
ing tourism, one that benefitted the industry itself
as well as the commercial film industry of which they
are a part. "For us, the project was a success: we
made a solid contribution to the marketing of tour-
ism in the Faroe Islands. We are proud of that, but,
at the same time, producing the films was a great
way for us to promote Kovboyfilm, and today we
have established our name as a high-end production
company in the Faroese commercial film industry,”
Koba says.

NORTH ATLANTIC MUSIC — STILL A
BRAND

The North Atlantic — its people, the fickle climate,
its flora and its fauna — is unique, but the countries
and regions in this vast geographical area are each
distinct in their own right. The idea of a North Atlan-
tic brand was the basis of the NORA-funded Music
from the Cold Seas project.

The project, carried out in 2000, received DKK
500,000 in funding. Its primary goal was to create a
larger domestic market for music in the NORA area
— Norway (in the S&dmi lands in particular), Green-
land, the Faroe Islands and lceland — as well as bet-
ter opportunities for marketing North Atlantic music
in the rest of the world.

Kristian Blak, head of Faroese record compa-
ny Tutl, feels the project was a success. And even
though it has come to an end, he reckons it could be
revived in a new format.

"We made a lot of contacts and did a lot of net-
working at the time, and we attended a music expo in
France. We had a lot in common with ULO, a Green-
landic firm that no longer exists, unfortunately. We
both marketed music releases, so we were able help
each other by marketing the other's releases. Iceland
is bigger than we are, and the music industry there
has good and strong international contacts, so that
was something we took advantage of, of course. Un-
fortunately, the S&dmi had very little influence when it
came to distribution in their home market, and that
held them back,” Blak says.

A successful part of the partnership was the re-
lease of two CD compilations — Rock from the Cold
Seas and World Music from the Cold Seas — that
featured music from all of the participating record
companies.

All four record companies went into the project
convinced that a partnership was possible. Blak
still believes it could have been, had it not been for
the significant differences that existed at the time
amongst the four countries and the individual record
companies.

NORDATLANTISK MUSIK ER STADIG
ET BRAND NORDATLANTEN

Folkene her, det lunefulde klima, naturen og dyreli-
vet — er i sig selv egenartet, og de forskellige lande
og egne i dette store geografiske omrdde byder ogsd
pd indbyrdes egenartethed og mangfoldighed. Det
nordatlantiske brand var ideen bag det NORA- stat-
tede projekt "Music from the cold seas”, som lgb af
stablen i &r 2000. Projektet fik en halv million kroner
i stotte, og dets primaere mal var at skabe et starre
hjemmemarked for musik i NORA-regionen, naerme-
re bestemt Norge (samerne), Grenland, Feergerne
og lIsland, samt bedre muligheder for afseetning af
musik fra omrddet i resten av verden. Kristian Blak,
direkter i det faereske pladeselskab Tutl, beskriver
projektet som succesfuldt, mens det stod pd&, men
bestemt ogsd med perspektiver for fremtiden. "Vi
fik skabt en masse kontakter og netvaerk dengang
og var ogsd sammen pd musikmesse i Frankrig. Vi
og det grenlandske selskab ULO, som desvaerre
ikke eksisterer mere, lignede hinanden, idet vi begge
ogsé stod for salg af musikudgaver. Derfor kunne vi
hjeelpe hinanden med markedsfering hos hinanden.
Island er et stort land sammenlignet med os, og mu-
sikbranchen dér har gode og steerke internationale
kontakter. Det fik vi selvfalgelig ogsd udnyttet. Des-
vaerre havde samerne kun meget ringe indflydelse,
ndr det kom til distribution p& deres hjemmemarked,
og det var de begreenset af", forklarer han.

Musik fra det kolde hav

En vellykket del af samarbejdet var udgivelsen af
cd'erne “Rock From the Cold Seas" og “World Mu-
sic From the Cold Seas” med musik fra alle de fire
deltagende pladeselskaber. Indstillingen hos de del-
tagende pladeselskaber var fra start, at et samar-
bejde burde kunne fungere, og det mener Kristian
Blak stadig, hvis det ikke havde vaeret for de store
strukturforskelle, der dengang var mellem béde de
fire lande og de enkelte pladeselskaber. "Derfor var
det sveert at f& kontinuitet i samarbejdet efter stot-
teperioden. Jeg tror dog, at der fortsat er perspek-
tiver i et sédant samarbejde, for Nordatlanten har
stadig et steerkt image. Der er jo ogsd sket meget i
de 20 ar, der er gdet. Dengang drejede det sig om at
markedsfere cd'er, men dem er der blevet langt faer-
re mugligheder for at distribuere. Fremadrettet tror
jeg, at det ville veere en god idé at styrke musiksam-
arbejdet omkring live-musik i stedet", siger Kristian
Blak.

"That made it difficult to keep any continuity in
the partnership after the project period. But | believe
that a partnership of this sort is still valuable given
the recognisability of the North Atlantic's image. A
lot has happened in the 20 years that have passed.
Back then, it was all about marketing CDs. We don't
distribute many CDs today. Going forward, | think it
would be a good idea to partner more closely on live
music instead,” Blak says.

NORDIC ISLANDS ADVENTURE
RACE (NIAR)

Projektet, der er et forprojekt, skal samle en part-
nerkreds, som skal sikre lokal inddragelse i forbin-
delse med den mulige afholdelse af Nordic Islands
Adventure Race. Desuden vil projektet — i et muligt
hovedprojekt — markedsfare NORA-regionen som en
adventure destination.

NORA bevilling DKK 60.000

NETVZARK FOR BZAREDYGTIGT
FISKERI

Projektet skal etablere et faelles nordisk netveerk for
baeredygtigt fiskeri, som vil styrke samarbejdet pé&
tveers af landegraenser i forhold til at identificere,
lese og formidle feelles udfordringer. Samarbejdet
skal udvikle feelles strategi og handlingsplan. For-
mdlet er at blive hgringspart til MSC, for sdledes at
optreede som talergr for nordatlantisk baeredygtigt
fiskeri, idet landene hver for sig ikke formar at pévir-
ke organisationen.

NORA bevilling DKK 250.000

One of NORA's core activities is to make grants
to cooperation projects that seek to further socio-
economic development in the North Atlantic region.
NORA supports organisations and firms that con-
tribute to innovation, concept development and in-
creased activity in the region.

All of the projects that receive NORA funding make
a contribution to addressing the issues facing the re-
gion and are relevant to NORA's main objective: to
create a strong and dynamic North Atlantic that is
notable for its healthy and sustainable economies.
As the North Atlantic connects NORA's constituents,
many of the projects receiving funding naturally deal
with maritime resources. Other NORA-funded pro-
jects contribute to creating and developing new di-
rections and opportunities. In 2022, NORA-funded
projects dealt with maritime activities, sustainable
tourism, IT, transport, youth and agriculture.

NORA funded 14 projects in 2022.

NORA's project portfolio currently includes 36 pro-
jects. Some projects recently received funding; oth-
ers are close to completion.

NORDIC ISLANDS ADVENTURE
RACE (NIAR)

The goal of this pre-project is to bring together a
group of partners that can ensure local involvement
in a proposedNordic Islands Adventure Race. Should
it move on to the project phase, one of the potential
outcomes would be the establishment of the NORA
area as a destination for adventure travellers.

NORA funding in 2022: DKK 60,000

NETWORK FOR SUSTAINABLE
FISHING

The project will establish a Nordic sustainable fishing
network that will strengthen collaboration across
national borders in order to identify, solve and com-
municate shared challenges. As part of the project,
a joint strategy and an action plan will be developed.
The aim is to become a consulting party to the MSC
and become a mouthpiece for sustainable fishing in
the North Atlantic, in the hopes that taking a collec-
tive position will allow the countries in the region to
influence the organisation's decision-making.

BLUE WHITING STOCK

The project will examine the blue whiting stock in the
North Atlantic to determine how many distinct pop-
ulation groups there are. Currently, all blue whiting in
the North Atlantic are considered to belong to one
single stock. A number of new methods, including
DNA analysis and examining ear stones, combined
with a knowledge of parasites, can be used to estab-
lish the number of population groups. The project will
lead to a better understanding of the large — and
sometimes massive —stock (or stocks) of blue whit-
ing in the North Atlantic, which, in turn will lead to
the possibility of better management and thus sus-
tainable fishing practices, for the benefit of the com-
munities that fish for blue whiting.

NORA fundingin 2022: DKK 250,000

MICROALGAE IN THE FOOD
INDUSTRY

The project will draw on Norwegian and Icelandic ex-
pertise to develop and scale up the use of terrestrial
and maritime microalgae for use in fodder, as well as
in food and medicine. The project will develop pro-
duction methods and identify the potential market
for raw and processed products. The project will lay
the groundwork for the production of algae in or-
der to secure food and nutrition for a growing world
population. Increased microalgae production will re-
duce the need for fodder imports and help alleviate
pressure on the climate.

LANDBRUGSSAMARBEJDE

CAMPINGNETVARK

The project will shed light on how agriculture and
nature conservation can support each other, as well
as encourage farmers in the North Atlantic region
to participate in environmental projects. The pro-
ject will form a network that allows participants to
exchange knowledge and practices for sustainable
agricultural operations, as well as local culture and
traditional knowledge. Another aim is to make farm-
ers aware of efforts to prevent climate change and
promote greater biodiversity. The project is based on
the EU High Nature Value Farmland in Europe pro-
ject.

The project will strengthen the farmers' position
as land and nature managers. Knowledge-sharing is
expected to create added value by introducing new
ideas and opportunities, such as sustainable man-
agement and food production, that can benefit the
local communities. The project will ensure that the
available knowledge reaches all involved parties.

NORA funding in 2022: DKK 500,000

GRAZING AND LOCAL FOOD

The project will increase farmers' awareness of local
and regional food. Through the production of animal
feed, it will be documented that food production can
replace imported feed with sustainable, local prod-
ucts. This will be done by identifying the grass spe-
cies that are best suited to local conditions and by
introducing alternative local sources of feed and fer-
tiliser, including waste from fish farms.

NORA funding in 2022: DKK 450,000

CAMPING NETWORK

The project will establish a network of campsites in
the NORA area that draws inspiration from a suc-
cessful Norwegian model. Experience has shown
that the experiences campsites offer vary conside-
rably. The hope is that this network can help to share
the example of the campsites that provide guests
with the best stays, while also identifying practices
to avoid. As a preliminary project, its results will form
the basis for continued collaboration on a larger pro-
ject.

NORA funding in 2022: DKK 60,000



ULDVANDRETURE

Der foretages stakeholderanalyse, data-
indsamling og to internationale workshops i Island
og Nordnorge. Materialet behandles, efterfulgt af
regionale mader, og til sidst en konference.

ARKTISK NATUR OG UNGDOM

Med udgangspunkt stedsspecifikke miljgprojekter,
der ledes af lokal ungdom, ensker projektet at skabe
forst&else for klimazendringer og indblik i de konse-
kvenser disse medferer. Konkret skal de deltagende
unge monitorere arktiske arter, og dermed p& den
ene side bidrage til videnskaben og pd den anden
side vaere med til at udvikle uddannelsesmateriale til
skoler og ungdomsgrupper.

WOOL WALKS

Wool was once of great importance — indeed, it was
crucial — for the communities of the North Atlantic.
Wool, as the Faroese saying goes, is gold. But wool's
reputation isn't what it once was, and, as it loses its
shine, it loses its significance for the region. The pro-
ject seeks to turn this around by promoting wool as
a fabric that is in keeping with the modern longing
for a return to traditional activities, including knit-
ting. This is something the pandemic reinforced. The
craftsmanship and traditions tied to wool are cen-
tral to this project, and they are being investigated
for their value to the tourism industry.

NORA funding in 2022: DKK 500,000

SUSTAINABLE AVIATION FUEL

The project will identify the potential for producing
and using sustainable aviation fuel in the North At-
lantic. Stakeholder analysis, data collection and two
international workshops will be carried out in Iceland
and northern Norway. The material will be studied,
regional meetings will be held and the project will
end with a conference. The project expects to de-
termine whether there are grounds for continued
investment in sustainable aviation fuel. The project
will help to prepare the region to meet the opportu-
nities inherent in a type of fuel that the EU is keenly
interested in.

NORA funding in 2022: DKK 450,000

ARCTIC NATURE AND YOUTH

This project uses site-specific environmental initia-
tives led by local young people to create an under-
standing of climate change and provide insight into
the consequences it entails. As part of their involve-
ment, participants monitor Arctic species. By doing
so, they make a contribution to science, while at the
same time participating in the development of edu-
cational material for schools and youth groups.

NORA funding in 2022: DKK 500,000



VIKINGENETVARK OG UNGE

For at sikre, at arbejdsmuligheder er i lokalmiljget og
at traditionel viden bevares, vil tre museer opbygge
et netveerk, der skal sikre samarbejdet mellem orga-
nisationerne og dermed sikre at traditionel viden om
hé&ndveerk og andet bevares og gives videre til unge.
Det konkrete i projektet er, at en eller to unge kom-
mer i arbejde eller skoleophold i forbindelse med de
tre museer, et forlgb af et érs varighed. De konkre-
te aktiviteter tager udgangspunkt i behovet for den
deltagende institutioner og straekker sig fra at arbej-
de med isolering af gamle vikingehuse til at nyopfere
husene i bygden, der forventeligt skal opferes i Skot-
land. Opholdet vil give de unge gode kvalifikationer
til at deltage i andre turistaktiviteter i regionen.

NORA bevilling DKK 450.000

CREATIVE NORTH

Projektets hensigt er at invitere 40 unge fra NO-
RA-regionen til at deltage i to eller tre Creative North
events gennem 2023. Ungdom fra specielt Granland
og Feergerne, og delvis ogsd Island, har indtil videre
ikke veeret repraesenteret ved disse events, som el-
lers bringer sammen Nordisk ungdom omkring inno-
vation og iveerksaettelse. Formdlet er derfor at del-
agtiggere NORA-ungdommen i dette netveerk, der
som organisation og event fungerer som et netvaerk
skabt af unge, for unge. Opgaverne under eventet
fokuserer p& udfordringer i deres egen region, sdle-
des at de vil veere med til at arbejde med lasninger,
der kan gere en forskel i Nordatlanten og Arktis.

NORA bevilling: DKK 200.000

TARE | NORDATLANTEN

Nordatlantens kystomrdde har vist sig at veere re-
lativt velegnet til dyrkning af tang og tangen findes
ogsd vidt og bredt langs kysten. Blandt de arter, der
vokser vildt er sukkertang (Saccharina latissima) og
vingetang (Alaria esculenta), som begge har poten-
tiale for at blive dyrket endnu mere. Projektet skal
etablere en veerktgjskasse med redskaber og me-
toder, som kan hjeelpe til at identificere lokaliteter,
som er egnede til tangdyrkning. Hensigten er at red-
skaberne skal kunne bruges bredt i Nordatlanten og
som redskab til vurdering af flere forskellige typer
makroalger, samt at redskabet b&de skal kunne bru-
ges af myndigheder i reguleringsgjemed og for nye
virksomheder, der vil i gange med dyrkning.

VIKINGNETWORK AND YOUNG
PEOPLE

Three museums will build a network for collaborating
on efforts to preserve traditional knowledge about
crafts and the skills required to make them, and
to pass these skills on to young people. The project
will promote creation of local employment oppor-
tunities by facilitating up to two, one-year student
employment positions / internships at each of the
museums. The specific responsibilities will be based
on the needs of the participating institutions and
range from insulating old Viking houses to building
new houses in a settlement that is expected to be
established in Scotland. Participating in the project
will prepare young people to work in tourism-related
positions in the region.

NORA funding in 2022: DKK 450,000

CREATIVE NORTH

Young people from Greenland and the Faroe Islands
and, to an extent, Iceland, have not been represent-
ed at Creative North events. In order to change that,
the project will invite up to 40 young people from
the NORA area to take part in two or three Crea-
tive North events in 2023. Creative North events
bring young people from the Nordic region together
to learn about innovation and entrepreneurship, and
the aim is to involve young people from the NORA
area in the Creative North organisation and intro-
duce them to its concept of events organised for
young people by young people. During Creative North
events, participants are asked to come up with po-
tential solutions to challenges relating specifically to
their community, and the hope is that they can make
a difference in the North Atlantic and Arctic.

NORA funding in 2021: DKK 220,000

SEAWEED IN THE NORTH ATLANTIC

The coastal areas of the North Atlantic are well
suited for seaweed farming. The two most common
wild species — sugar kelp (Saccharina latissima) and
badderlocks (Alaria esculenta) — have the potential
to be farmed commercially. The project seeks to es-
tablish tools and methods that can help identify ar-
eas that are suitable for seaweed farming. The goal
is for the tools to be adopted throughout the North
Atlantic and for them to be used to assess different
types of macroalgae. The tools are intended to be
used by authorities for regulatory purposes and by
new companies that want to start seaweed farm-

ing.

making grants during the 2021-2024 period to be-
tween 15 and 30 projects that support the goals
of Vision 2030; six of these projects will include
partners from the Nordic region’s western neigh-
bours

In 2021, NORA made grants to 17 projects; 33% of
project funding went to projects related to the green
transition, 41% to projects related to competitive-
ness and the remaining 26% to social sustainability
in the Nordic region. Five of the projects have part-
ners from the Nordic region's western neighbours
(the US, Canada and Scotland).
